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Literature review and 
methodology are 
intimately tied together
because one informs
the other. 

The question(s) connects all parts of
the research study design and should

be considered at every step.

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Interpretation can go back to the 
beginning to re�ne existing project, 

to rede�ne existing project or to
 start a new (related) project. 

Research Study Design 

Method and practice lead to data collection, and they
cannot be performed  separately fom consideration
of the question. Analysis is a re�ective step to force
reconsideration of methods and practices as they 
relate to each other and the question.

Methodology also drives
the methods and practices 
that will  answer the question.
